Research and Data – Findings from Parent/Student Surveys

· 85% parents have specific concerns about children’s transition

· 100% feel it is important for them to be involved

· 20% feel they have enough knowledge about choices

· 2/3 of students want more information – share the load between home and school

· 80% students say they would like help from parents

· Discussing careers info with parents was ranked significantly higher than with others

· Something you remember about your own career transition?

· In what ways is it different now?

Aim of the Program
· To empower and inform parents about the education, training and employment system and potential career pathways to enable them to direct and discuss career and transition opportunities with their children in an informed manner
